
COST-REIMBURSABLE 
CONSORTIUM AGREEMENT #UTA03-545

THE UNIVERSITY OF TEXAS AT AUSTIN 

And 
SOUTHWEST FOUNDATION 

FOR BIOMEDICAL RESEARCH 

This Consortium Agreement, by and between the collaborating organization 
Southwest Foundation for Biomedical Research, San Antonio, TX 78245 
(hereinafter referred to as SFBR), and the grantee institution The University 
of Texas at Austin, Austin, Texas (hereinafter referred to as UT). This 
Consortium Agreement conforms to the NIH policies for consortium 
agreements as outlined in Section I11 of the National Institutes of Health 
Grants Policy Statement (Rev, March 2001, as amended). 

WHEREAS, the designated principal investigators at SFBR (Dr. Jean L. 
Patterson) and UT (Dr. Brent L. Iverson) have jointly prepared a research 
proposal entitled "Anthrax Antidote in Animals" for submission to the 
National Institutes of Health - National Institute of Allergy and Infectious 
Diseases 

WHEREAS, UT has been designated as the grantee University for this 
project funded by Grant #1-U01-A105643 1 (CFDA #93.856). 

WHEREAS, the designated principal investigators at SFBR and UT agree 
that the proposed research activities can best be conducted combining their 
particular skills, experience and efforts. 

WHEREAS, a detailed description of the research activities to be carried out 
by SFBR is provided in ATTACHMENT A. 

NOW THEREFORE, and in consideration of the premises and of the mutual 
covenants and promises of the parties hereinafter set forth, it is hereby agreed 
as follows: 

Articlel. To facilitate Administrative Responsibilities between UT and 
SFBR, the administrative responsibility for the grant shall reside 
with appropriate officials at UT. 

Article 2. Duties and Responsibilities of the Investigators: 

a. To facilitate scientific and reporting requirements of the NIH 
and because the administrative responsibilities will reside with 
UT, Dr. Brent L. Iverson will be designated the primary 
principal investigator of the erant who wffl be responsible for 



the overall quality of the work, for required progress reports, 
and for assuming the necessary responsibilities in cooperation 
with Dr. Jean L. Patterson. 

b. Dr. Brent L. Iverson will be responsible for the day-to-day 
supervision of research to be conducted at UT. 

c. Dr. Jean L. Patterson is the principal investigator at SFBR. 
He will be responsible for the day-to-day supervision of the 
research at the collaborating organization. 

d. Dr. Jean L. Patterson and Dr. Brent L. Iverson agree to 
maintain close contact by telephone or in person so that 
duplication of effort and expense can be avoided. 

Articles. The project period of performance under this Consortium 
Agreement shall be August 15,2003 through January 3 1,2006. 

Article4. For the separable funding period August 15, 2003 through 
January 31,2004, UT shall pay to SFBR, on a reimbursable basis 
and in accordance with the attached budget (ATTACHMENT B), 
an amount not to exceed $65.000, which shall include all direct 
and indirect costs. 

Indirect costs shall be computed at a rate of 69% of Modified 
Total Direct Costs. This rate is the federally negotiated indirect 
cost rate for the collaborating organization applied to the 
appropriate direct cost base for that organization. This rate is 
considered to be predetermined and will not be adjusted at a later 
date. 

No funds may be automatically carried forward to any subsequent 
budget period. If SFBR wishes to carry-forward unexpended 
funds from one separable funding period into the subsequent 
budget period, SFBR must make such a request in writing to Dr. 
Brent L. Iverson within thirty (30) days after the anniversary. 
Permission, if granted, will be acknowledged by formal written 
amendment to this Consortium Agreement. 

Article5 Funding support for the remainder of the project period will be - 
contingent upon satisfactory progress, availability*of funds, and 
amendment of this Consortium Agreement. 

Article6. No part of the research services to be performed under this 
Consortium Agreement may be accomplished by subcontract, 
except with the prior approval of UT. SFBR will send any 
requests to subcontract and copies of proposed subcontract 
paperwork to The University of Texas at Austin, Office of
